Mount Barker
Mount Barker is located approximately 33 
kilometres (21 miles) from the Adelaide 
city centre and is home to approx. 35,000 
residents. It is the seat of the District 
Council of Mount Barker, the largest 
town in the Adelaide Hills, and one of the 
fastest growing. What is today known 
as Mount Barker was first sighted by 
Captain Sturt from Lake Alexandrina in 
February 1830, though Sturt believed 
he was looking at Mount Lofty, which 
Flinders had discovered in 1802. Captain 
Collett Barker rectified this error when 
he undertook a survey of the district in 
1831. Sturt renamed the mountain in 
honour of Captain Barker who was killed 
by aborigines while exploring near the 
mouth of the River Murray later that year.

The first settlers to arrive in Mount Barker 
were mainly engaged in dairying and 
pastoralism. Sheep grazing became 
popular, as did the growing of wheat. As 
the wheat industry expanded, several 
mills were constructed in the district. 
Mount Barker expanded rapidly with 
the settlement of mill workers and the 
commencement of the usual businesses 
of a township to supply their needs.

Mount Barker is now characterised by 
a rapidly growing population, with an 
associated rapid rate of development.

Day 1 Lunch 

Blanchetown 
Home of Lock No.1 and the gateway to 
the Riverland, Blanchetown is a small 
Murray River township 135km north-
east of Adelaide, and 275 kms from the 
Murray Mouth. 

Blanchetown was one of the first river 
settlements in South Australia. Surveyed 
in 1855, the town was named by 
Governor Sir Richard Graves McDonnell 
after his wife Lady Blanche McDonnell. 
It began life as a stopover point and 
watering place for mail contractors and 
coaches carrying passengers on the 
“Sydney Road” as it was then known. It 
was also an important riverbank terminal 
where goods were off-loaded from 
paddle steamers to be cleared through 
the local Customs House. 
Proudly standing are several buildings 
from the town’s first development 
including the original post office, hotel, 
school and police station.

The first of a series of seven locks on the 
Murray in South Australia (named after 
William Randell Lock in honour of the 
pioneer of river navigation in the 1800’s) 
was completed in 1922. That’s probably 
why it is called Lock 1.

Although Blanchetown’s towering cliffs 
are famous for the grand views of their 
changing colours, closer inspection 
reveals fossilised treasures such as 
starfish, shells and fish.

Probably the most interesting building in 
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the area is the Blanchetown Hotel, which 
has been trading on its present site for 
117 years. The building itself is a gem  
of pioneer construction. The rafters  
were shaped with a broad axe.  The  
6 x 8 inch nails used were hand made. 
The roof rests on rough shaped sapling 
bearers, which still, incidentally, retain 
their original bark. Mind you, the bar 
area has been modernised to a degree 
but, fortunately, the licensee, who has an 
eye for preserving the original building, 
has not in any way changed any other 
section. All this is certainly a building 
which must be visited by anyone who 
enjoys historical architecture. You can 
have a drink while you are there as well.

Useless information:

Day 1 Night Stop

Burra
Burra was founded in 1845 and it was 
from then until 1877 the site of one of 
the world’s major copper mines, the 
income from which did much to save the 
young colony from financial disaster.  By 
the time the mine closed in 1877 it was 
already also serving as a transport centre 
for the north-east of the colony and parts 
of western NSW and south-west QLD.  
In the following decade, it served the 
growing wheat farming areas to the west 
and for a while the untimely doomed 
expansion in the drier areas to the east.  
In the late 19th century and early 20th 
century, it was South Australia’s main 
centre for sale of sheep and became 
renowned as the main town in an area 
famed for stud merino sheep breeding.  
As the 20th century progressed the sheep 
sale and transport function declined.  The 
mine operated again from 1970-1981 
and afterwards the processing of copper 
ore from other sources continued under 

Adchem which produces copper oxide.  
Burra is now a rural service centre for 
a farming and grazing community and 
tourist attraction focussed on its mining 
heritage.

Many spent time “at her Majesty’s 
pleasure” in Redruth Gaol, courtesy of 
excessive drinking (“the drink” was the 
commonest cause of crime during the 
life of the mine).  This is not surprising 
when one considers that until 1880, the 
legal minimum drinking age was just 12 
years.  Even more conducive to Burra’s 
intemperate habits were the colony’s 
hotel hours - 5.00am until 11.00pm on 
weekdays. Little wonder then that this 
place developed a fearsome reputation, 
with “the drink”.

Burra was always the first bakery stop on 
survey. Everyone rated the pasties highly 
and Dansie was always a pie and a pasty 
man. That was after a chicko roll at the 
Caltex at Boliver. They had a pretty good 
finger bun as well.

Day 2 Night Stop

Barmera
Lake Bonney was first seen by Charles 
Bonney and Joseph Hawdon in 1838 
droving cattle along the Murray river to 
Adelaide from New South Wales. The lake 
was named after Bonney.

An irrigation system was established 
in Barmera in 1921. The town became 
gazetted and an influx of World War 
I veterans settled with promises of 
irrigated land from the government. In 
1928 a railway station was opened and 
the town was proclaimed.

Donald Campbell unsuccessfully 
attempted to break the world water 
speed record on Lake Bonney in 1964. 
He reached 347.5km/h but the lake was 
too small and the waves created by the 
speeding vehicle were too dangerous.

During the Second World War ‘enemy 
aliens’ were interned by the Australian 
government. South Australia’s main 
internment camp was at Loveday, 
near Barmera on the River Murray. 
The Loveday camp comprised of three 
compounds and three wood camps. 
The camps housed German, Italian 
and Japanese internees from around 
Australia, prisoners of war from the 
Middle East, Pacific Islands, Netherlands 
and East Indies, and internees from the 
United Kingdom, New Zealand and 
Pacific Islands. The first internees arrived 
at Loveday on 11 June 1941. In May 1943 
the complex held its largest number of 
internees and prisoners of war, 5382. 
The last internees were released from 
Loveday in late February 1946.

Today Barmera is one of the most popular 
aquatic playgrounds in South Australia. 
Situated in the heart of the Riverland, 
Barmera is a pretty town situated on the 
shores of Lake Bonney, a lake renowned 
for its sunsets.

Lake Bonney is a fresh water lake fed 
from the Murray river through the 
Chambers Creek wetlands. Because the 
lake is shallow and has a sandy bottom, 

it provides safe swimming and is ideal for 
sailing, windsurfing, canoeing, kayaking, 
skiing, jet skiing, boating and fishing. The 
lake also abounds with bird life.

Day 3 Lunch

Wilkadene 
Woolshed 
Brewery
The first thing you will notice when 
entering the brewing shed on the banks 
of the Murray River at Wilkadene is the 
smell of lanolin. That’s because for most 
of its 100 years, it was used to shear sheep 
for the historic Wilkadene Station near 
Renmark.

That’s until Tom and his partner Sarah 
decided to turn it into a brewery in 2006.

At sheep height, the iron has been stained 
brown with lanolin and where once the 
shearing machines hung from the rafters, 
there’s now a beer tap, and where the wool 
classing table once stood is now the brew 
house.

It would have been easier to knock it all 
down and start again but it is in a perfect 
location and the beautiful old building is 
part of the attraction to the place.

What started as a side business has 
snowballed and it’s now the biggest thing 
at Wilkadene.

Wilkadene Station was established in 1859 
. Tom’s parents purchased the farm in 1988 
and when Tom’s parents retired in Adelaide 
he pounced. While the farm continued 
to be leased, Tom and Sarah needed an 
income so the home brewing seemed the 
perfect solution.

The business is zero waste and powered 
by solar energy. Spent grain is used on the 
garden and to feed livestock in a bid to be 
environmentally sustainable and the beer 
uses only captured rain water.

Rambo’s recommendation: While you are 
here try the Hard Lemonade (8.1%) but 
only if you are not the designated driver.

Day 3 Night Stop

Mildura
Mildura is a regional city in north-west 
Victoria. Located on the Victorian side 
of the Murray River, Mildura had a 
population of just over 35,000. When 
nearby Wentworth is included, it is the 
largest settlement in the Sunraysia 
region. Mildura is a major horticultural 
centre notable for its grape production, 
supplying 80% of Victoria’s grapes. Many 
wineries also source grapes from Mildura. 
Other key crops produced in the district 
include citrus, almonds and dried fruit.

The city’s name was taken from the 
Mildura homestead, an early sheep 
station which covered most of the area. 
The urban area of Mildura is surrounded 
by a horticulture area, known as the 
traditional pumped district, where the 
original grape and citrus blocks were 
located with water irrigated from the 
Murray River.

A major drought in Victoria from 1877 
to 1884 prompted Alfred Deakin, then 
a minister in the State Government and 
chairman of a Royal Commission on 
water supply, to visit the irrigation areas 
of California. There he met George and 
William Chaffey.

In 1886, Canadian-American irrigator 
George Chaffey came to Australia and 
selected a derelict sheep station known 
as Mildura as the site for his first irrigation 
settlement, signing an agreement 
with the Victorian government to 
spend at least £300,000 on permanent 
improvements at Mildura in the next 
twenty years. 

After much political wrangling, the 
settlement of Mildura was established 
in 1887. The Post Office opened on 23 
January 1888.

Day 4 Lunch Stop

Pink lakes
It is not just the sunsets in the Murray-
Sunset National Park that glow pink. This 
park is the location of the Pink Lakes that 
indeed live up to their name. They really 
are pink!

Their colour is due to the presence of red 
algae that, along with the solid salt bed 
of the lakes, create this unusual hue. The 
pink is at its most intense after rain, due 
to fresh nutrients being washed into the 
lakes, which in turn trigger the growth of 
algae. At other times, the pink fades into 
a paler colour that is almost white.

This amazing spectacle is a drawcard for 
photographers, as the vivid images taken 
here are so unusual and spectacular and 
unlike anything else in Victoria.

These lakes are found in the Mallee 
region, about 50km south-west of 
Mildura and 60km west of Ouyen. This 
north-west corner of the state is semi-
arid, providing a landscape more usually 
associated with central Australia, with 
broad plains that come alive after spring 
rain as thousands of wildflowers bloom. 
This includes the largest flower to be 
found in Victoria - the Murray Lily.

There are many hundreds of species of 
native plants in this region. Near the Pink 
Lakes, all the plants are salt-tolerant due 
to the high salt content of the water and 
soil in the area. In fact, these lakes formed 
the basis of a thriving commercial salt 
industry that commenced in 1916 and 
continued up to 1979, when the area was 
declared a state park.

The Pink Lakes are now further protected 
as they have been incorporated into what 
is now the second largest National Park 
in the state: at 633,000 hectares, there is 
so much to explore in the Murray-Sunset 
National Park.
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Day 4 Night Stop

Ouyen
Before European settlement the area is 
thought to have been occupied by the 
Wergaia Aborigines. Some believe the 
name Ouyen derives from the Wergaia 
term ‘wuya-wuya’, the name of a pink-
eared duck, presumably once common in 
the area, others suggest it means ‘ghost 
waterhole’.

The township of Ouyen developed around 
a railway station, which was established 
in 1906 after the Melbourne to Mildura 
line, was built. Farming blocks (640 acres) 
in the area were sold in 1910 and cleared 
for sheep grazing, wheat, barley and oat 
production. Water supply was initially 
caught in catchment dams and transported 
by horse drawn wagons, later a system of 
gravitation channels were constructed from 
the Grampians in the Wimmera.

The reason the Mallee was the last region to 
be settled in Victoria is evident in one of the 
town’s choice of symbols.  Beside the Calder 
Highway at Blackburn Park Recreation 
Reserve, in the heart of town, lies the largest 
Mallee stump in Australia.  It is a reminder 
of not only the difficulties faced by 
European settlers in clearing the area, but 
also of the agricultural basis of the region. 
The scrubby territory was once covered in 
the drought-resistant eucalypt (Mallee), 
which proved immensely difficult to uproot 
and destroy (Mallee root -lignotuber).  Any 
remnant of the subterranean root system 
led to regeneration and a heartbreaking 
renewal of efforts at clearing. Today the 
dense wood is used for wood turning 
and heating, although its availability as a 
resource is limited.

 Ouyen is now a transport and service 
centre for a vast area occupied by dryland 
agricultural (predominantly cereals) and 
grazing properties. Enormous convoys of 
trucks (road and rail) transport barley and 
wheat to Portland and various regional 
flourmills. Ouyen boasts the sixth largest 
Livestock Exchange in Victoria, with sales of 
250,000 head of sheep and lambs per year.

Lorna Keam Funerals in Ouyen donated the 
stretch driven by “The Overtakers” in this 

year’s Bash to Variety SA, so this year’s event 
has a direct link to Ouyen.

OV1 and OVZ rated the Ouyen bakery as 
one of the standouts on this year’s many 
surveys. We all consumed a pie or a pasty 
every survey except Dansie who had one 
of each!

Day 5 Lunch Stop

Murrayville 
and the 
Mallee
We stop for lunch in the beautiful little 
town of Murrayville. The landscaped 
gardens become a vibrant display of colour 
as  flowers begin to bloom and fruit trees 
start to blossom.  

The town of Murrayville is located 22km 
east of the South Australian border on the 
Mallee Highway in the heart of the unique 
Mallee country in north-west Victoria. 
Murrayville is a prosperous and well-
appointed small town in an agricultural 
corridor bounded on the north by the 
vast Murray-Sunset National Park and on 
the south by the Big Desert Wilderness 
Park. It is described as the ‘Gateway to the 
Victorian Outback’. 

Our lunch stop is at the Murrayville 
Community College, a State P-12 School 
located in the north western corner of the 
Mallee in Murrayville. The school is the 
second most remote school in Victoria with 
116 students. For a small community this is 
an outstanding facility.

Murrayville is the birthplace of former 
Formula One driver and six time Bathurst 
1000 winner Larry Perkins. We actually 
travel through Larry’s family property 
on our way to Murrayville. Olympic 
basketballer Rachael Sporn was also born 
in Murrayville.

There is no bakery in Murrayville but the 
Cobb & Co café and the pub impressed the 
survey team. The café has great service and 
good coffee and the pub is your typical 
country local with cold beer.

Day 6 Lunch Stop

KEITH
Keith is a small farming town in the 
south-east of South Australia. It is 
sometimes referred to as the ‘lucerne 
capital of Australia’ due to the high 
number of lucerne growers in the region.

It is believed that the town is named after 
the hometown of the Governor of South 
Australia at the time, Lord Kintore. His 
home in Aberdeenshire in Scotland was 
called Keith Hall and he was also known 
as the Earl of Kintore. During the 1940’s, 
the CSIRO found prosperity in the area. 
With the addition of trace elements, the 
area became very productive. The AMP 
Society funded the clearing of land to set 
up farming establishments.

The bakery in Keith was also a favourite 
on route surveys. Everyone liked both 
the pies and pasties, even for breakfast. 
This was also the location when Peter 
de Cure ate a pie so fast it looked like 
he hoovered it up his left nostril. Very 
impressive.

Keith also hosts the annual Diesel & Dirt 
Derby. In 2017 they had 10,000 people 
attend.

Famous residents:

•   �Andy Caldecott - Professional 
motorcycle rider who won four 
Australian Safari races, and competed 
in the Paris Dakar Rally in 2004 (DNF) 
and was placed 6th in the 2005 race. He 
died from a severe neck injury during 
the ninth stage of the Paris Dakar Rally 
in 2006.

•   �Simon Cox and Jack Redden both AFL 
footballers.

•   �Tony Griffin (Griffo) because he is a 
great Variety supporter and owns the 
pub.

Day 7 Lunch Stop

ROBE
Robe is a town and fishing port located in 
the Limestone Coast of South Australia. 
The town’s distinctive combination 
of historical buildings, ocean, fishing 
fleets, lakes and dense bush is widely 
appreciated. Robe lies on the southern 
shore of Guichen Bay, just off the Princes 
Highway. 

Robe is one of the oldest towns in 
South Australia, founded by the colonial 
government as a seaport, administrative 
centre and village just ten years after 
the Province of South Australia was 
established.

Robe was named after the fourth 
Governor of South Australia, Major 
Frederick Robe, who chose the site as a 
port in 1845. The town was proclaimed as 
a port in 1847. It became South Australia’s 
second-busiest (after Port Adelaide) 
international port in the 1850’s. Robe’s 
trade was drawn from a large hinterland 
that extended into western Victoria, 
and many roadside inns were built to 
cater for the bullock teamsters bringing 
down the wool, including the ‘Bush Inn’ 
still standing on the outskirts of Robe. 
Exports included horses, sheepskins and 
wool. The Customs House has been listed 
on the South Australian Heritage Register 
since 1980. A stone obelisk was built on 
Cape Dombey in 1852 to assist ships to 
navigate safely into the bay. Even so, 
there have been a number of shipwrecks 
along the coast in the area. An automatic 
lighthouse was built on higher ground 
in 1973.

During the Victorian gold rushes around 
1857, over 16,000 Chinese people 
landed at Robe to travel overland to 
the goldfields, as Victoria introduced 
a landing tax of £10 per person (more 
than the cost of their voyage) to reduce 
the number of Chinese immigrants. The 
immigrants then walked the 200 miles 
(320 km) to Ballarat and Bendigo.

Robe’s importance decreased with the 
advent of railways which did not come 

to the town. It became a local service 
centre for the surrounding rural areas. 
It is still home to a fleet of fishing boats. 
Especially important are the local 
lobsters.

Famous residents include Andrew from 
Ann’s Place B & B and Luke from Robe 
Hotel (both Variety supporters and 
Bashers).

The bakery in Robe was loved by all. 
Great coffee and we loved the pies and 
the lamingtons.

Day 7 Night Stop

NARACOORTE
Naracoorte was formed from the merger 
of two towns, Kincraig, founded in 1845 
by Scottish explorer William Macintosh, 
and Naracoorte, established as a 
government settlement in 1847. It grew 
during the 1850’s as a service town for 
people going to and from the Victorian 
gold rush. The Post Office opened 
on 22 March 1853 and was known as 
Mosquito Plains until 1861. The Kingston-
Naracoorte railway line was closed on 
28 November 1987 then dismantled on 
15 September 1991. Then the Mount 
Gambier to Wolseley line closed on 12 
April 1995 whilst still pending for gauge 
standardization.

The town has historically relied largely 
on sheep, cattle and wheat farming. In 
recent decades, tourism has become a 
major industry with the promotion of the 
World Heritage-listed Naracoorte Caves 
National Park and the internationally 
recognised wetland, Bool Lagoon. It also 
receives a substantial number of visitors 
due to its proximity to the Coonawarra, 
Wrattonbully, and Padthaway wine 
regions.

Famous faces from Naracoorte include:

•   �AFL Footballers Aaron Fiora 
(Richmond/St. Kilda), Lachie Neale 
(Fremantle) and Jack Trengove 
(Melbourne). Jessica Trengove 
represented Australia in the Womens 
Marathon in both the 2012 London and 

2016 Rio Olympic Games.
•   �Also ex Basher and Variety supporter 

Henry Mould from the Naracoorte 
Hotel, although the big fella is in need 
of a bit of exercise to reach peak fitness. 

DAY 8 LUNCH

TARPEENA
There have been two towns bearing 
the name Tarpeena, nearly three miles 
apart.  In the 1860s there was sufficient 
population to support a hotel, a store, 
a blacksmith, a school and a post office.  
Over the next two decades the district 
lost these services, and for half a century 
Tarpeena was little more than the name 
of a locality. Harvesting and milling of 
pines signalled the recovery of the town 
and population levels and development 
took place shortly after the first thinning 
of the pines.

The history of Tarpeena begins, like 
that of the most south-east region of 
South Australia, with the establishment 
of sheep stations in the 1840s.  The 
pastoralists rented vast areas of the land 
and ran sheep principally for wool.  Many 
came from Victoria.  By the early 1840s, 
most of western Victoria’s sheep runs had 
been taken up in a wave of settlement 
that ran continuously from Melbourne.  
The pastoralists simply continued 
westwards establishing new stations.

Planning of pine plantations and the 
establishment of sown pastures, which 
would carry large numbers of sheep and 
cattle, transformed the district. The pine 
industry had the greater impact on the 
town.

The planting of pines began in the 
mid-1920s, although it was not until 
the harvesting began nearly 15 years 
later that there was any impact on the 
town.  South Australian Perpetual Forests 
Ltd, one of the largest private sector 
companies in the pine industry, chose 
Tarpeena for its regional headquarters.  

The decision to locate the administrative 
headquarters and the main milling and 
processing plant of SAPFOR’s successor 
company, Auspine Ltd, located at the 
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northern end of Tarpeena, had a major 
impact on the growth of the town.  
SAPFOR’s first association with Tarpeena 
began with the purchase of 42 acres in 
1934.  The chief forester moved into a 
large timber-framed weatherboard house 
in early 1937 and used the front room on 
the northern side as his office. 

The Tarpeena Mill is currently owned and 
operated by Timberlink.  As can be seen, 
the growth and development of Tarpeena 
is inextricably linked to the timber milling 
operations of the town.

Lunch at Tarpeena basically signals 
the end of the 2017 Bash as it is just a 
transport section to the finish line in 
Mt.Gambier. This morning’s track has 
taken us through some beautiful forest 
country and has given a close look at 
the enormity of the south-east forest 
industry. Thanks to Forestry SA and to 
141 Plantations for their permission to 
access all areas this morning. 

Finish Line

Mt Gambier
Mount Gambier is the second most 
populated city in South Australia. The 
city is located on the slopes of Mount 
Gambier (volcano).

The peak of the dormant volcano was 
the first place in South Australia named 
by European explorers. It was sighted in 
1800 by Lieutenant James Grant from the 
survey brig, HMS Lady Nelson, and named 
for Lord James Gambier, Admiral of the 
Fleet. The peak is marked by Centenary 
Tower, built in 1901 to commemorate the 
first sighting, and at 192 metres (630 ft) 
above sea level the landmark is the city’s 
highest point.

The city is well known for its geographical 
features, particularly it’s volcanic and 
limestone features, most notably its 
Blue Lake, parks and gardens, caves and 
sinkholes.

Hastings Cunningham founded 
“Gambierton” in 1854 by subdividing 
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a block of 77 acres (31 ha). From 1861 
to 1878 the Post Office was known by 
this name before reverting to Mount 
Gambier. ... On 9 December 1954, Mount 
Gambier was officially declared a city, and 
is now an important tourism centre in 
southeast South Australia.

•   �The Blue Lake is a large monomictic 
crater lake located in a dormant 
volcanic maar associated with the 
Mount Gambier maar complex.

•   �In 2008 divers reached the bottom of 
the Blue Lake for the first time at 72m 
in depth.

•   �The water in the unconfined aquifer of 
the Blue Lake is estimated to be 500 
years old.

•   �The capacity of the Blue Lake is 30,000 
million litres.

•   �Mt. Gambier has been a major 
supporter of Variety over the last 28 
years with Bash Cars like the JOKR, 
Sailors, Jelly Beans and others over the 
years.
