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Beechworth Gaol
If you thought Beechworth was just about an 
untouched gold rush streetscape, fabulous local 
produce and boutique shops then think again!

Beechworth Gaol Unlocked reveals Beechworth’s 
less well known history, one that’s rich with tales 
of great escapes, betrayal and even romance – all 
within the walls of the gaol.

The site has been used as a place of incarceration 
since 1855, continuing until the closure of HM 
Beechworth Prison in 2004. 

National Dinosaur Museum

Craig’s Hut

The National Dinosaur Museum is one of 
Canberra’s premier tourist attractions.

Established in 1993, the museum has grown 
from just a small collection to housing the 
largest permanent display of dinosaur and other 
prehistoric fossil material in Australia.

Focusing on education and entertainment, the 
museum offers a wide variety of activities  for all.
